Our Real Estate Market:

Expert Home Price Forecasts for 2024 Revised Up

Over the past few months, experts have revised
their 2024 home price forecasts based on the latest
data and market signals, and they are even more
confident prices will rise, not fall.

The chart below shows what seven expert organiza-
tions think will happen to home prices in 2024. It
compares their first 2024 home price forecasts
(made at the end of 2023) with their newest projec-
tions. The middle column shows that, at first, these
experts thought home prices would only go up a
little this year. But if you look at the column on the
right, you will see they have all updated their fore-
casts and now think prices will go up more than
they originally thought. And some of the differ-

ences are major.
